Daily ward rounds

Complete the jobs for the day such as cannulas, discharges, bloods etc
Ensuring patients are ready pre-operatively and reviewed post-
operatively

Reviewing acutely ill patients with both medical and surgical issues
You will typically deal with fractures, pain management, constipation,
anaemia, infection, AKI and delirium
